Gail Harker, LCGI, is a       
Canadian who resided for 
nearly 20 years in Britain, until 
returning to America in 1995.  
She moved to  Britain in 1976 
with her American husband 
and family.  She studied art in  
Canada, Scotland, and       
England. She completed both 
Parts 1 and 2(Diploma) of the 

City and Guilds Design and Embroidery course, with 
Distinction in both parts.  She qualified for the Senior 
Award of Licentiateship (LCGI) given by the City 
and Guilds of London Institute.  Gail is a teacher of 
several Certificate and Diploma embroidery courses. 
Gail founded and operates the Gail Harker Creative 
Studies Center in Oak Harbor, Washington.  She pio-
neered the establishment of the first City & Guilds 
Creative Studies Centers in North America.  She au-
thored five books:  Embroidery Skills:  Machine Em-
broidery (published internationally in five languages), 
Merehurst, Fairy Tale Quilts and Embroidery,   
Merehurst, Christmas Stitches, Cassell, Creative Ma-
chine Embroidery, Batsford and Tassel Making, self 
published.

PRINT TO STITCH 
30 Jan. - 1 Feb. 2010 

Work from your own photographs or 
original artwork in photographs to pro-
duce prints on fabric.  There will be 
opportunities to see and try various 
methods of creating  printed fabrics for 
enrichment.  Layers of sheer fabrics 
will be used to increase and enhance 
tonality of your print.  Stitching by 
hand and/or machine will be one of our 
starting points.  Students will have op-
tions to express individuality in their 
artistic approach and will be coached 
on the methods that they would like to 
pursue for their printed artwork.
